Captains’ Updates

May 2nd, 2022

As promised, our summer of special golf events to celebrate 100 years has a full slate of unique
golf event opportunities for members to participate in, as a way to celebrate our centennial year.
This newsletter provides information on the upcoming June 100th events to get you excited, and
allow you to start planning for them!

1. 100™ Cross-Country Virtual Tournament for Centennial Year Clubs in
Canada (organized by the Thornhill Golf Club and played locally at DCC)

Date/Time - Thursday, June 16", 2022 1PM EDT (ST)

We kick off the celebrations early, with our first event planned even before the first day of
summer is upon us (pray the bugs will be gone but realistically not likely)! Members of Dunany
have the unique and exciting opportunity to participate in a “virtual” Cross-Canada InterClub
competition for Clubs also celebrating their centennial year (there are surprisingly a lot). It is
being “virtually” hosted by The Thornhill Golf and Country Club, also celebrating 100 years in
2022.

Format - Each club will tee off at the same time (in accordance with their respective time zone)
in order to create a “Live” leaderboard through the Golf Genius online scoring platform (ie DCC
to tee off at 1 pm, BC clubs tee off at 10 am). Each Club’s team score will consist of the best
eight (8) women’s Stableford scores and the best eight (8) men’s Stableford scores. Stableford
competition involves points awarded per hole based on net scores as follows:

> Net Double Bogey or higher = 0 points,
> Net Bogey = 1 point,

> Net Par = 2 points,

> Net Birdie = 3 points,

> Net Eagle = 4 points

> Net Double Eagle = 5 points

The top 16 individual scores (top 8 men and top 8 ladies) count toward overall team score



Winners/Prizes — will be determined and provided by Thornhill

Participants — We are looking for golfers who would like to compete in this special event as
“TEAM DCC”. It will be 18 holes played locally at Dunany. If we want to enter a team, we will
need a minimum of 8 for both mens’ and ladies’ divisions, and up to a maximum of 32 total
players (16 men and 16 ladies). A current handicap and Golf Canada membership are required
to participate in this event. Please watch for the sign up link, which will be sent out this
SATURDAY, MAY 7%, 2022 at noon and is “first come, first served” format.

Prior to signing up, PLEASE KEEP IN MIND this is an 18 hole event, played in Dunany on a
Thursday in mid-June — if you can’t tick off all these boxes please don’t sign up, as others will
want to, and again participation will be on a first come/first served sign up basis. You will have
until May 15" to let us know if you are interested in participating in this wonderful opportunity to
kick off our summer of special centenary golf events.

2. 100 Holes in one Day contest
Date/Time - Saturday, June 27th, 2022 — sun up to sun down

Who wants to try to squeeze in 100 holes on one of the longest days of the year? Here’s your
chance to play one hole per year of Dunany Country Club’s existence! Apparently this has been
done before (in the ‘70’s), so we know it can be done and challenge anyone to try it in 2022.

Format/Rules

e Twosomes only (solo rounds are not eligible), but you don’t have to play in the same
twosome each round.

e First tee time can be as early as 4:45AM and all players must end their round at 9:15PM
sharp — if a twosome has not holed out on the hole they are playing when it is 9:15PM,
that hole does not count as a finished hole
All regular and local rules apply
No gimmes, no mulligans
Carts are not allowed for this event but caddies can be used (good luck convincing
someone to carry your cubs all day!)

Winners/Prizes — Prizes awarded to anyone who completes 100 holes; Prizes also for the
youngest and oldest player who played the most number of holes in one day

Participants — All ages and classes are invited to try! Bring a lunch (or two) and your stamina!

Please watch for the sign up link, which will be sent out this SATURDAY, MAY 7', 2022 at
noon. You will have until June 18" to sign up.

All non-participating golfers who will be out on the course that day are encouraged to let
participants through. We want to encourage each other to succeed at this challenging and fun



event and who knows, maybe a new club record for the most holes played in one day will
ensue!
