This Trophy was donated by Dr. Lindsay Mussells in 1966 in honour of his father-in-law —
Dan Main.

The self-appointed “Laird of Dunany”, Dan Main used to announce his arrival at Clear
Lake each weekend by firing a cannon. For many years the Dunany community
participated in the Main Regattas which Dan organized for the benefit of the “Little Red
Church”. Originally a ‘Match Play Tournament’ played over the summer, it has now
become a mixed two-ball foursome played the day of the Ladies’ Cocktail Party.

In years prior to the donation of the current shield, Dan Main presented the winners
with individual cups. Some early Cup winners were W. H. Sutherland and Dorothy
Sutherland in 1935 and Dorothy and Arthur Raguin in 1937. The first winners of the
‘new’ Shield in 1966 were Deidre Neill and Mort Morrison.
